For fevers greater than 103°F, it is reasonable to alternate Ibuprofen and Acetaminophen every 3 hours.
(Example: 8 a.m. — Acetaminophen, 11 a.m. — Ibuprofen, 2 p.m. - Acetaminophen, etc.)
